Left for
Nashville, tenesee on the car. Got there in the evening
about dark-and wint (98 miles) in the Zolicoppers hous. ,
Stait .ther till.the 29th. Started for Chatanooga at 2 P.M.
Got .there in the evening of the 30th. Laid the next day.

NOVEMBER 1-15, 1864

.Whether very nice but now for the first day of November
rained all last night cold and no shelter and no fire there.
